Dear Parents, 
As you are considering re-enrollment for next school year, I wanted to let you know that we will be returning to the Looping model in 2012-2013, the program by which teachers in grades 1-2 and 3-4 stay with the same group of students for two years. For example, if your student is in first grade this year, they will have the same teacher for second grade. This research-based model cuts down the amount of time it generally takes at the beginning of a school year for a teacher to learn about your child’s learning styles and accomplishments which allows both Teacher and student to begin sooner to focus on the grade level content which in turns leads to increased academic achievement. We have had great success with this program in the past and it is part of the recommended Mosaica model. Please do not hesitate to let me know if you have questions about this regarding your child. The 1st-4th grade Teachers are excited about the opportunity!
