The Thanksgiving celebration lasted three days. They had shooting contests, foot races, wrestling matches, and military drills. The Indians also taught the Pilgrims how to make an Indian delicacy—popcorn! 

Whatever you have planned this Thanksgiving, take time to count your blessings and show kindness to others. Don’t fall prey to slick advertising or feelings of entitlement that make you discontent. Enjoy what you have and focus on what really matters in life.
