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Dear Parents,

At Back to School Night, or in the following Monday Folders, you received your child’s individual scores for the Colorado Student Assessment Program (CSAP) Tests. The grade level composite test scores will be shared on the Colorado Department of Education website as well as in our school publications.

The results you received apply to your individual student. There are four categories listed on the test results: advanced, proficient, partially proficient, and unsatisfactory. There is an explanation of each of these categories provided by the state, but it is rather lengthy, and so I will summarize each of the four in a shorter format:

Advanced: Performs significantly above grade level standards

Proficient: Performs at or above grade level

Partially Proficient: Is not at grade level in some areas of evaluation

Unsatisfactory: Is not performing at grade level

I thought you would like to know our school results as well. Below are the percentage of students who scored proficient or advanced for our school as well as the scores of the Charter Institute Schools and all public schools in The State of Colorado.
